8.7 Thesis

Every candidate shall submit at the end
of X Semester a thesis on the topic
approved by the thesis review committee
constituted by the Head of the department
which shall comprise of the Head of the
Department / Thesis  Coordinator,
supervisor of thesis, 1 internal member,
and two external architects. The thesis
shall be evaluated for a weightage of 60%
of the total marks by the review
committee through continuous internal
assessment with a minimum of 5 reviews
with equal weightage for each review and
for a weightage of 40% of total marks
through a viva voce examination at the
end of the semester. The viva-voce will
be conducted by a panel of two external
examiners appointed by the University
who shall each award 50% of the marks
allocated for Viva Voce Examination.
